


Place 1 square of Bear Hike 
and 1 square of Flight Multi 
right sides together. Use a 
ruler to measure diagonally 
across your squares and mark a 
line from one corner to the 
opposite corner. 

Take your square and sew 1/4 
inch on both sides of the 
drawn line.

Now take your ruler along the 
drawn line and cut with your 
rotary cutter to form two 
triangles.

Open your triangle to 
form a square and press 
seam open. 

Once all of your blocks are made, 

column will start with shroom 
and end with shroom and as 
followed in the template.

      1              2               3              4              5             6              7

Now sew all of of your columns 
together, carefully matching up all 
the seams. Voila! Your quilt top is 
now ready to be made into a quilt 
sandwich and be either hand or 
machine quilted!

fini shed quilt size: 41” x 47” 

each block measures:  6.5” x 6.5”

seam allowance:  1/4”

fabric shown: bear camp by jay-cyn designs
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•1 yard of 44” wide sashing (Flight Multi)

•1.25 yards for backing 

• cut four7x7 inch squares from each quarter yard.

• Cut each stripe into six 7x7 inch squares. 
   You will have 30 total,  but you will only need 28.
